WHAT ISTHE STUDENT GIVING CAMPAIGN!?

" Goal is to boost student participation and engagement at the school

" Fundraising is a large part of engagement — Students are encouraged to give based on their class year (i.e. $20.17
for the class of 2017)

= Student Fundraising for student orgs is focused on two events:
= “Student Engagement & Philanthropy Day” in the Spring
= “Giving Tuesday” in the Fall

= All money raised by students goes directly to whichever student org or scholarship they designate

= Any gift* made by a student is matched via the Student Giving Campaign’s Matching Gift Program

= *Gifts do not include event fees or organization dues



WHAT ISTHE STUDENT GIVING CAMPAIGN’S

MATCHING GIFT PROGRAM!?

= The Matching Gift Campaign will only match STUDENT gifts, not gifts made by alumni, faculty, staff, or friends
= Every gift a student makes will be matched |:|
= This doubles the impact of each student gift for your student org or scholarship

=  Gifts matched through the Matching Program will be totaled at the end of each fiscal year (June 30*") and deposited into the matching
account at the beginning of the fiscal year (July 1Y)

= Matching funds will not be available to student orgs until the following year (unlike student gifts which are available as soon as the
check/credit card clears the banks)

= The fundraising for the Matching Gift Program is handled by The Office of Development & Alumni Engagement

= [f a non-student wants to make a gift, do not direct them to make it towards the MGC, it should be directly deposited into your org’s account
(this gift will not be matched)
